Jag har bett om lov att dela med mig av hennes upplevelser - som är


synnerligen gripande. Det tar hela tragedin in i VÅRA hem. Jag tänker inte


översätta hennes brev, jag tror att alla kan tillräckligt med engelska för


att förstå. 


Det här är en tid för ödmjukhet och solidaritet. Mycket kommer att hända i


den närmaste framtiden och det gäller inte bara för världens LÄNDER att ta


ställning, utan det gäller också för OSS att ta ställning. Sverige är ett


väldigt fegt land. Med det menar jag att vi har inte "klös" nog att ta


ställning. Men nu till Sini:





>Hi Everyone:


>


>I hope that you all are safe and that this e-mail finds you in good


>health. It has been a very interesting past couple of days filled with


>mixed emotions and a sense of dismay and innermost fear, yet my hope


>remains strong that this will pass in time and that the world will


>become a safer place to live in spite of what has happened. I am writing


>this letter to help give a perspective on what it is like to live over


>here...even though I am pretty far removed from the real tragedy...the


>effects have had a rippling effect throughout the nation.


>


>I am not sure what you all where doing while this tragedy hit. All that


>I can tell you is that I started my morning on September 11th at the


>Minneapolis Airport waiting to board a flight to Chicago to work at the


>Trade Show "Print01" at the McCormick Center. I was supposed to be on


>the 7:03 flight but it was overbooked. I was one of the three passengers


>who where bumped onto the next flight at 8:00.


>


>I boarded that flight and everything went smoothly until the Captain


>suddenly came over the loud speaker saying that we all had to return to


>our seats immediately due to an order to make an urgent landing in


>Madison, Wisconsin. A few moments later, the stewardess spoke over the


>intercom with a trembling voice and gave us instructions on how to


>prepare for landing. The only comfort that I found at that time was that


>she was not telling us how to prepare for a crash. I knew that something


>terrible had happened....Was there a crash in Chicago and did they had


>to close down the airport?...The only thing that we as passengers could


>do was sit and wait.


>


>When we landed, the stewardess instructed us to remain in our seats


>because the Captain was going to have a few words with us before we left


>the plane. then he came over the loudspeaker saying that the FBI ordered


>our plane to land in Madison because there had been a series of


>highjackings taking place at this time and that all air traffic in the


>USA has been grounded. He instructed us to take all of our belonging off


>of the plane or it will be destroyed immediately. He continued by saying


>that we could get all of the details by watching the TV's in the


>airport.


>


>When I left the plane, I found a vacant airport with the exception of


>people huddled around CNN, some crying, others just starring in


>disbelief. Now, I new why the plane had been grounded and the concern of


>the flight crew...we were supposed to land in Chicago...Was that the


>next possible target? A ticketing agent came over the loud speaker


>saying that they had secured 2 mini vans that could take 6 people each


>and that the ride to Chicago would take about two 2-1/2 hours. I had to


>decide if it was worth traveling to Chicago or should I just try to get


>home. I tried to call several of my co-workers who where already at the


>show without any luck. I succeeded in reaching one of my sales reps in


>Minneapolis who thought that he had heard that Chicago's major buildings


>where being evacuated. I figured that it would be a mad house and that I


>was better to stay in the little Wisconsin State Capitol instead of the


>second largest city in the US.


>


>Luckily, I had a friend who lived in Madison who came to pick me up from


>the airport right away and offered me to stay until things settled down.


>I was very grateful because even in little madison...the hotels where


>filling up quickly...the State Patrol started to fill the airport and


>formed a baracade...The shaking of the terminal as the planes


>landed...the whole scene just made me want to get out of there.


>


>To make a long story short, I made it home safely thanks to another


>friend who happened to be in Madison on sales calls and I got a ride


>back to Minneapolis with him. Otherwise, I would have had to rent a car


>and drive back or hitch hike. My friends in Chicago managed to rent a


>car and drive back...some of them had to drive all the way back to


>California because there was no indication that there would be any


>flights happening in the near future.


>


>What saddens me the most is how the children are going to be affected by


>all of this. Little Nicole was sitting in her second grade class when


>the teacher announced that there had been several "accidents" in the


>air. Nicole's eyes started to water and she told the teacher that her


>mother was flying at this time. The teacher called Nicole's grandmother


>that night and said that she had to call and check if Nicole's mother


>was all right or else she couldn't sleep that night.


>


>We used to feel safe in this country. It is something that every human


>being should have the right to. Now, we are not sure what will happen


>next. Business is down because hardly anyone ventures to move forward


>with what has happened. People started to line up for gas when the gas


>stations started to inflate the prices...luckily the government stepped


>in to stop that type of chaos. We are hanging in there but it feels like


>we are walking a tight-rope.


>


>I am not going to let these people ruin my dreams....We have to stay


>positive and make the best out of the situation....I only hope that we


>will all be stronger from all of this. When I say "we" I mean not just


>people in the United States...I mean everybody who lives on this earth.


>


>Take care and my thoughts are going out to each and every one of you,
